Course Description:

The Level I language course focuses on the development of communicative competence in the target language and understanding of the culture(s) of the people who speak the language. During this course, most students should move into the Intermediate level of proficiency. They gain confidence in creating in the language to express their own thoughts, interacting with other speakers of the language, understanding the oral and written messages in the foreign language, and making oral and written presentations in the target language. They are exposed to basic features of the language, moving from concrete to more abstract concepts. Students are able to understand material presented on a variety of topics related to contemporary events and issues in the target culture(s). Spanish is used in the class.

Performance level expected:

The performance level expected of all Spanish I students is speaking and writing in Intermediate level as established by the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Language (ACTFL). This performance level designation means that students are able to use Spanish as a means of communication and self-expressions.

Homework:

It is necessary and very important part of learning. Students should study, review notes and practice the new vocabulary even if homework is not assigned that day.
